There is to be "AM" and "PM" racing this year because of the one day format, with a "knock out" 
format, with a guaranteed 2nd. Round Repechage. 
 
This is the nominated format of racing by the Manly LSC, and Matt. Clymer, with the only 
variation being "our" sequence of ALL Open categories being together. 
 
There is to be 2 Areas for racing (North and South). 
Racing will be run and won in "AM" and "PM" categories, with each area to get down to 3. 
Then combining both areas for a Final of 6 in the "main area of racing". 
 
1. "Report In" 30 minutes prior to commencement of racing, with minimum heats of 5, with preferable 
heats of 6, in ALL heats, with "soft cuts" in the Open Categories of racing. 
 
2. "AM Block" 7:00am Report is the Reserves, Under 23 Women, then the Under 23 Men (sequence). 
 
3. "PM Block" 12:00 noon Report is the Open Women, Juniors, then the Open Men. (sequence). 
Juniors to be aligned to the Open Men, with Open Women 1st, (then Juniors, then Open Men). 
 
4. It is a NSW State Selection Carnival for the ASRL Interstate Challenge Series for the "winners", or 
"the best placed" NSW Crews in each category that are attending the Friday’s racing at the ASRL 
Open, in short, to be a "self selected" policy, as agreed. 
 
All NSW NSWASRL Crews to be Sponsored by the NAVY with Clothing, inclusive of a "Novice Junior Crew" 
category, with 7 Crews in total, plus 1 Coach and 2 Managers. TOTAL 38. 
 
5. Medals for 1st., 2nd. and 3rd placing’s. 
 
6. Club Trophies for "Winning Crews". 
 
7. After the Event, Sponsors, Officials, Supporters and Competitors are invited back to North Steyne SLSC where
2 Kegs will be put on, Thanks to C.E.O Glenn Cary from Byron Bay Beverages.
